03 The Purkinje Shift – Young Girls and What They’re Thinking: Atlanta based trio. Ben Davis on guitar, Gary Flom on guitar and Scott Robbins on drums. From the album ‘Nickel Waves and Carbon Stars’ Recorded at Inner Ear Studios in 1997 by J. Robbins and released on the Samizdat label.

04 Squarepusher – Don´t Go Plastic: Squarepusher A.K.A. Tom Jenkinson is a great musician and an amazing bass player who mixes electronic music, drum & bass and jazz. From the album ‘Music Is Rotted One Note’ Which sounds heavily influenced by Bitches Brew era Miles Davis.
05 Ali Farka Touré & Toumani Diabeté - Mamadou Boutiquier : Two famous musicians from Mali doing a great collaboration. Ali Farka Toure on guitar and Toumani Diabete on kora. From the album ‘In The Heart of The Moon’.

06 De Facto-AMKHZ: De Facto is a side project of Omar Rodriguez, Cedric Bixler, Ikey Owens and the late Jeremy Ward of The Mars Volta. Heavy dub with latin influences. It’s Omar on bass, Cedric on drums, Ikey on keys and Jeremy doing the sound manipulations. Unfortunately this band doesn’t exist anymore, because Jeremy Ward has died. Too bad because they were going to be joined by John Frusciante on guitar. Hopefully all there unreleased material will be released some day. From the album ‘Legende Du Scorpion A Quatre Queues’.
07 Cymande – Anthracite: A London based band from the 70’s who mixed funk with soul, jazz and latin music. From the album ‘Cymande’.

08 Ataxia – Dust: This trio features John Frusciante on guitar, Joe Lally on bass and Josh Klinghofer on drums. This track got JF on Vocals, but they sing on the album. It’s clearly influenced by early Public Image Ltd. John Frusciante is one of the must underrated musicians in my opinion. Not only is he a very good and original guitar player, but also a great songwriter, singer and arranger/producer. This is from the album ‘Automatic Writing’ which was part of the series of 6 records he released on the Record Collection label in 6 months. Other Ataxia material which was recorded during the same sessions as this will probably be released this year.
09 Pink Floyd - Scream Thy Last Scream: Considered as the holy grail for Syd Barrett fans. Pink Floyd recorded this with Syd for their second album but it has never been officially released (along with the song ‘Vegetable Man’). Shortly after this Syd left the band (or got thrown out of the band).
10 Dungen - Skiter Du I: a Swedish psychedelic rock band fronted by singer and composer Gustav Ejstens. From the 2004 record ‘Ta Det Lugnt’ on which Gustav Ejstens played most of the instruments himself. www.dungen-music.com
